Travel:   We will travel by coach to Rushall Farm.  Students will need to be in school for 8.20 am, with an expected departure time of 8.45 am. We anticipate arriving back to school by 3.30 pm.

As part of staying safe please ensure your daughter adheres to the advised dress code for the day.
